Rev 12:1-5 shows us the birth of 
Christ by the woman who is a 
symbolic representation of Israel.
- In the actual timeline, this is the 
first thing that happens, from the 
gospels.
- Matt 2:1-18 and Acts 1:9 are 
parallel accounts of this symbolic 
vision; the birth of Christ, Satan's 
attempt to kill him through King 
Herod, and then Jesus' ascension

Rev 1 shows Jesus’ visit 
to John on the Isle of 
Patmos where He gives 
him the letters to the 
churches of that time, 
and takes him up to 
show him the Revelation 
of Jesus Christ.

Rev 4 begins the vision of heaven and we see this symbolic representation 
several times throughout Rev (5, 7, 8, 14, 15, 19, then new heaven 21-22)
- sea of glass
- 4 beasts (see also: Ezekiel chapters 1 and 10, and Is 6:2, shows us that 
the "beast" in this passage is a Cherubim (a class of Angel))
- 24 elders

Rev 5 continues the vision from Rev 4 and starts the vision of the Seals

Rev 6 Seals 1-4
- Rev 6:1-8 the four horsemen = Zech 6:1-8 four spirits
- Zech spirits released, and the white horseman sets up the mindset and 
worldview of Catholicism, followed by red, black and green...

confirmation, but 
could be during the 
first half of the final 7 
years.

Rev 11 the temple may 
be rebuilt during the first 
half of the final 7 years, 
but it could be built just 
prior. When John 
measures the temple 
and it's tread underfoot 
for 42 months – likely 
this is referring to the 
first half of final 7 years.

The Third Woe, the 
Seventh Trumpet, 
comes at the end, 
and begins when 
Jesus is revealed at 
His second coming. 
This is shown later 
in this timeline.

The Confirmation of the 
Covenant will be when the 
world comes together to 
sign a peace treaty and 
confirm the borders of 
Israel and the status of 
Jerusalem and the Temple 
Mount.

This event will start the 
final seven years.

Rev 12 v6 - is likely the first half of 
final 7 years, and the casting down 
of Satan and his persecution of 
Israel is the second half, during 
the Tribulation.

This time will be a time of forced 
peace between Israel and 
Palestine

Rev 6 - 5th seal time-frame could 
be during the tribulation, just before 
the wrath of God, but likely not 
since they're told to rest until their 
fellowservants are slain, so likely 
early in final 7 years or early in the 
final 3.5 years (the time of the 
tribulation)

The Antichrist 
“stands up” and 
begins gathering 
power.

Dan 8:23 And in the latter time of their 
kingdom, when the transgressors are come to 
the full, a king of fierce countenance, and 
understanding dark sentences, shall stand up. 
- about 8 months after the Confirmation

Rev 17 The power of the 10 kings given to the 
Antichrist. v17 shows it’s God that puts it in 
their hearts to give him their power.

Rev 13 The Antichrist brings 3 other kings 
together with his 10 king alliance, for political 
and military union - Dan 7 beasts joined 
together in one military union.

Rev 13 The false prophet teams up with 
Antichrist for religious union - Dan 2

The Antichrist sits in 
the temple of God 
claiming to be God - 
the Abomination of 
Desolation.

He will stop the 
sacrifice and oblation 
being done in the 
rebuilt temple.

A war in heaven and 
Satan is cast to the 
earth having great 
wrath because he 
knows his time is short.

Satan makes war with 
the saints and Israel.

Matt 24:15 When ye therefore shall see the abomination of 
desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the 
holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:) ... 21 
then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the 
beginning of the world to this time, no, nor ever shall be. 

The event Jesus is referring to in Matthew 24:15 is Daniel 
9:27 and Daniel 11:31. The Antichrist will confirm the 
covenant for seven years and will be an abomination to 
God and will make it (the holy place; the Temple) desolate.

The event Paul is referring to in 2 Thess 2:4 is also the 
“abomination of desolation”.

Three and one half years after the confirmation of the 
covenant, the Antichrist will sit in the rebuilt temple of 
Jerusalem and claim to be God.

The Abomination of Desolation marks the beginning of the 
Great Tribulation.

Rev 12:7-12 war in 
heaven - Satan cast to 
earth having great wrath

Rev 12:13-17 Satan 
cast to earth and makes 
war with Christians and 
Jews, but God protects 
Israel (no complete 
destruction) for this 3.5 
year period.

The Antichrist rules 
the world for 3.5 years 
– the Great Tribulation

Rev 11 The final 3.5 
years; the great 
tribulation

Rev 13 The Antichrist and 
false prophet take over 
the world using Satan's 
power 

- The Antichrist will 
implement the mark of 
beast 

- The false prophet will do 
miracles to fool the world 
into worshiping the 
Antichrist

- The Antichrist is the 
abomination of desolation

God’s Two Witnesses 
offset the devil’s Antichrist 
and false prophet with the 
power of God and can’t 
be killed until the end.

Rev 11 The two 
witnesses will have 
power for 1260 days 

- This is the second half 
of final 7 years

They cannot be killed 
for the entire 3.5 years 
and will prophesy and 
torment the Antichrist 
and his followers.

    ... 21 then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the beginning of the world to this time, no, 
nor ever shall be.
    ... 29 Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall 
not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be shaken:
    30 And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the 
earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great 
glory.
    31 And THEN (Mark 13:27) he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall 
gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.

Jesus said, point blank, it would be after the Tribulation, which follows the Abomination of Desolation, 
that He comes in the clouds with power and glory and gathers His elect.

Rev 11 - 7th trumpet FINISHES sounding - final woe - wrath of God

Rev 16 - 7th Vial - wrath of God - it is done…

The 7th trumpet (Revelation 11), 7th vial (Revelation 16), Revelation 7:15-17, 
Revelation 21:3-6, and Ezekiel 38-39 all show us the same events. First of all, the 
statement, “It is done”, appears in Revelation 21:6, Ezekiel 39:8, Revelation 
16:17, and the same statements about it being “done” and/or how the Kingdom of 
God is come and what it will be like when all is finished are made in the 7th 
trumpet, Revelation 7, and Revelation 21. Revelation 15 also shows us those who 
have gotten the victory of the beast (came out of great tribulation) just as 
Revelation 7; this is the same group of people who are with God when it's all over.

The Bride, all those who 
truly love God, will be joined 
with God for eternity!

Rev 19 Marriage 
supper of the Lamb

Jesus descends from the 
clouds and touches down 
on the Mount of Olives, 
destroying the armies of the 
Antichrist with a word.

Rev 19 battle of Armageddon
- Eze 38, same battle
- Zech 14, same battle
- Joel 3, same battle

It’s not really a “battle”, since 
Jesus just speaks a word to 
destroy them.

He’ll recreate heaven and earth to be the 
perfect place it was before sin.

The “New Jerusalem” may or may not be an 
actual place, but it is definitely a symbolic 
representation of the people of God (the bride 
of Christ) in the new universe.

Rev 21:3 And I heard a great voice out of 
heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God 
is with men, and he will dwell with them, and 
they shall be his people, and God himself shall 
be with them, and be their God.

4 And God shall wipe away all tears from their 
eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither 
sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any 
more pain: for the former things are passed 
away.

There are probably a few things you don’t agree with or find confusing based on what you believe 
and/or have been taught about Bible Prophecy. I expect that and encourage you to check all the things
I’ve said here against the Bible and study it for yourself.

The timeline of Bible Prophecy, from Christ’s birth to His return and into eternity

How to read Revelation – It cannot be read as if it’s a sequential 
timeline of events and be understood! We must first understand that it’s 
a series of visions given to John that are mostly happening all at the 
same time but conclude at the same time, at the same event (Jesus 
returns, pours out His wrath on the wicked people of the world and takes 
over ruling the world!)

The book of Revelation can be divided into these three distinct 
categories: Rev 1:19 Write the things which thou hast seen, and the 
things which are, and the things which shall be hereafter;

Things John has seen. In chapter one John records having seen Jesus 
Christ Himself. The things seen and heard during this experience are the 
"things which thou hast seen".

"Things which are" represent things that are in John's present world. 
Revelation chapters 2 and 3 are letters to the seven churches “which are 
in Asia”. These churches existed at that time in Asia. Some people, 
assuming that the entire book of Revelation is prophetic, have put forth a 
theory that the seven churches must be church "ages" of the future. That 
is simply not true. The truth is that the messages to the seven existing 
churches of that time are the "things which are".

Revelation 4:1 begins the "things which shall be hereafter".

Rev 4:1 ... Come up hither, and I will shew thee things which must be 
hereafter.

The timeline in this document jumps all over Revelation because I’ve laid 
it out in the sequence that things actually happen in.
